Critical assumptions informing trauma recovery acknowledge the catastrophic harm caused to victims of violence and the importance of restorative justice in dealing with the past. Acknowledgment, restitution and a commitment to eradicate violence are more likely with an understanding of the prevalence and impact of violence related trauma. This critical knowledge requires comprehensive evidence based understanding of the contextual factors precipitating violence, without which violent trauma prevention and recovery efforts will remain severely limited. 

Local politicians and policy makers face the pressing need for enquiry and redress into historical institutional abuse of children, dealing with the past for survivors of the North’s political conflict and the enormity of gender and sexual violence. We know economic recession aggravates relative poverty, increasing family and community tensions, often expressed in terms of increased gender violence, suicide and political conflict related violence. However there remains little cross- sector learning connection in terms of research, policy and practice between these clearly interrelated trauma themes.

The complex journey of trauma recovery, from victim to survivor, is fraught with physical and psychological pain and contradiction. Our seminar speakers from journalism, gender and sexual violence prevention, and mental health will address these complex themes and attempt to make sense of the question, what next for trauma recovery?
